The words that Mary Magdalene heard from the angel at Jesusôs tomb have been 

ringing in my ears this week.  But go and tell his disciples and Peter...  Go and tell.  After forty 

days of preparation, today we celebrate Christôs victory over deathðhis own in the 

Resurrection, and also his victory over our death with the hope and promise of eternal life.  

But along with each of those, we also celebrate the countless ways in which everyone one of 

us have diedðin our struggles, failures, and doubtsðand been born anew in release, 

forgiveness, and commitment.  Each of us has a personal resurrection story to witness to and 

share.   We need to tell others that Christ was raised.  We need to tell others that He is alive.  

We need to let others know that we have found the empty tomb and then discovered 

abundant life.  We need to share with others how the Risen Christ has transformed our lives 

and our mission on earth with peace and joy.  We need to tell them that we can live forever 

with God in perfect happiness.  So go and tell. 

For the last few summers, a group of students from the Newman Center has attended 

an ñEvangelization Training Campò hosted by the Evangelical Catholic.  Last summer, some 

of our permanent community members from Newman and St. Francis went with our students 

to learn about the New Evangelization.  The word evangelism simply refers to spreading the 

Good News, but evangelization has come to have a more problematic meaning for many 

Catholics.  It might make us think of knocking on doors or thumping on Bibles or arguing 

with a zealous co-worker or neighbor.   The situation has gotten worse as the word has taken 

on a political association.  We cannot let shifting cultural associations obscure our 

fundamental Christian duty to witness to the Risen Christ and share our stories.  Go and tell. 

This summer (August 6th ð9th), we will again be going to the Lake Williamson 

Retreat Center in Carlinville, IL for ETC.  College students and parishioners come from all 

over the country to attend, and this terrific resource is practically right in our back yard.  I 

would like to extend the invitation to attend to anyone who wants to live in the joy of the 

Gospel, grow closer to our risen Lord, and live out our common call to discipleship.  I know 

that ETC can help you live out your faith in ways that will dramatically improve your 

relationship with God, your prayer life, and your relationship with those around you.  Now go 

and tell.
