Why a King? 
 

In the midst of all of the controversy these days surrounding rights and du-
ties of our elected leaders there have been references made to the U.S. Con-
stitution. One such reference that I have seen is the one to Article 1 Section 
9 where office holders are prohibited from accepting any ñpresent, Emolu-
ment, Office or Title, of any kind whatever, from any King, Prince or for-
eign state.ò At the time that this document was written, our founders felt 
compelled to include kings in the list of external powers to be concerned 
about. Part of the reason was no doubt because there were a fair number of 
kings still in power in many countries but this was a sign also, I am sure, of 
wanting to be clear about our separation from England. At the same time, 
we here in America seem so enamored today with the royal family in Eng-
land and even more so since there is an American woman now a member of 
that prestigious family. 
With this in mind, we must ask why reference to a king plays such a promi-
nent role in our faith, and particularly today when we celebrate the feast of 
Christ the King. From the earliest days of the Jewish people they looked to 
kings as leaders in all elements of their secular and religious life. Over one 
thousand years before Christ Saul as king and then most importantly David 
served as leaders of and for the people. The prophet Nathan promised that 
God would maintain the line of David forever. Accordingly, the name Mes-
siah was used meaning ñanointed oneò to refer to future individuals who 
were expected and who could play a king-like role. 
Throughout the Old and New Testaments we find countless references to 
first the expected and then the real presence of Jesus as leader and ruler of 
all people. However, this never has meant to portray a harsh and vengeful 
ruler but one who serves to lead all people to attain salvation and union 
with God. Likewise, references to the kingdom of God convey both a sense 
of our future and present union with Christ. The final days of Christ on 
earth bring us two references to Christ as king.  First, the letters we see 
even today on the cross ï INRE, Jesus Nazarenus Rex Iudeorum, Jesus of 
Nazareth, King of the Jews.  Second, the exchange between Jesus and the 
person we have come to know as the good thief ï ñ remember me when you 
come into your kingdom.ò
